Pedagogical Dimension

	

	For each LO, clear copyright according to Intellectual property policy

	Evaluate whether or not to accept the proposed LO

· If technical or incompatibility problem, report to the LO Contributor

· If peer review is stipulated, send LO to evaluation committee

· Inform LO Contributor whether LO 

· Is accepted

· Needs modifications or supplementary or complementary information

· Is rejected

· Send all Accepted LO’s to the LO Indexer

	


Cultural Dimension
	

	To better appreciate and act on the cultural dimension :

· Identify personal cultural bias.

· Evaluate cultural variables to be considered for the culture of the intended learner.

· Identify and report any ambiguities or problems to LO Contributor

	When clearing intellectual property and copyright, take into account both the author’s , intended learner’s and the Repository’s cultures

	If review committee is obligatory, inform them of the Repository’s Cultural policy 

	Take into account the LO Contributor’s culture, when informing the LO Contributor of acceptance or rejection decisions,

	LO before forwarding it to the LO Indexer, verify that  

· Culture-specific metaphors are optimized/minimized *

· Acronyms and abbreviations are well explained and sparsely used*

· Jokes, humoristic comments and idioms are avoided*

· Colloquial language (jargon) is minimized*

· Gender-specific references are optimized / minimized *

	


Technical Dimension

	

	Verifies technical interoperability of LO’s complying to certain norms such as SCORM, IMS LD, or compatibility with certain LCMS or LMS such as WEBCT or BlackBoard.

	Reports on use of specialized editors such as

	Verifies that accepted LO’s conforms to Repository Accessibility policy
